Renewing & Revitalizing the Local Church

The organizational life cycle (OLC) is a model which proposes that over
the course of time, organizations (including churches) move through a
fairly predictable sequence of developmental stages. This model, which has
been a subject of considerable study over the years, is linked to the study
of organizational growth and development.

It is based on a biological metaphor — that organizations resemble living
organisms because they demonstrate a regular pattern of developmental

process. Organizations are said to pass through a recognizable life cycle.

One size doesn’t fit alll “What is best” for each church depends on which
stage the church is at — plus its inherent strengths and challenges.
